Romans 10:15b (ESV) - “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the good news!”
Hello and greetings from the youth ministry at Red Mountain Baptist church.  I have the wonderful opportunity this summer to serve as a missionary with Mission Fuge at Belmont University which is a Southern Baptist organization. Each day we meet twice for a time of corporate worship with other churches, during this time we praise God in song, pray for our time of ministry in the city, listen to and apply challenging Bible messages from dynamic speakers, and pray for the individual missionaries in our world that we will be learning about.  We will also meet daily in our individual ministry tracks for bible study and specific training tips for the day ahead.  On Thursday our group gets to eat out in the city for dinner and spend some of the night exploring the cities many attractions.  
Every day we will spend a significant amount of time at our individual ministry sites reaching out to and helping the people of the city.  Some will spend the whole week getting to know and love the children of the city, playing various games with them at the local parks, and by teaching them of the God who loves them and came to save them.  Some will spend the whole week visiting the sick, homeless, and elderly of the city, building deep relationships with them through crafts and activities, and speaking with them of the glorious Son of God who can save them from their sins.  Some will spend the whole week working with their hands to build, clean-up, or fix various residential, public, and commercial buildings in the city, and share about the Messiah who can clean-up the souls of men.  I am looking forward to how the Lord will use me in reaching out to this city with His love and how He will stretch me during this time to meet the many needs.
I am writing you this letter because I need your support.  Primarily, I need you to support me and our team by faithfully praying for us.  As a team we understand that the only way this trip will be used by the Lord is if it is bathed in the constant prayers of God’s people.  Please pray for us as we are now undergoing the hard task of preparing for this trip.  Please also pray for the souls to be saved, lives to be impacted, safety as we travel, good weather while we are there, and that we would be a blessing and encouragement to the people of Nashville, TN.  As a missions team we greatly cherish your prayer support of our efforts to go on this mission’s trip.  Secondly, I am asking you to consider supporting me financially.  This trip is going to cost each person $216.00, which will be used for food, programs and lesson materials, ministry site equipment, and various other costs.  I will be participating in other opportunities to raise missionary support for myself and my team but I am asking you to consider making a finical contribution toward the cost of our trip.  Please prayerfully consider if the Lord wants you to become a partner in this ministry.  All financial support given contributes to the whole cost of the trip for everyone.
