Youth Missions Trip 2010
Revised Guidelines and Fundraisers

Guidelines for Missions Trip:

1. (5) Months of consecutive church attendance (February 21st – July 18th) with only missing (6) services.  This period begins February 21st through July 18th.  Sunday services are counted as (1).
2. Memorize the following Bible passages (for the purpose of knowing Christ and sharing the Gospel effectively).
a. Two section verses a month
b. A good method is to write them on index cards and memorize them throughout the month.
c. Leaders and students will be asked to write out or say (your choice) these verses word for word.  The last Sunday of every month will be used for this enriching activity.  If you will not be present the last Sunday of the month it is your responsibility to arrange a time to write out or say the verses.  
d. The verses must be memorized from the New International Version, the King James Version, the New King James Version, the English Standard Version, the New American Standard Version, or the Holman Christian Standard.
e. Verses must be said or written in the presence of any of the following youth leaders: Pastor Paul, Sarah Sheaffer, Dawne Lewis, Cameron Lewis, Wally Watson, or Dorinda Laughinghouse.

3. Read through the following Bible passages or read through one of the following books or a preapproved book.

4. Attendance at (3) “Outreach” Teaching Events on Sunday nights at 5:30 pm.  The dates for the Sunday nights are as follows: Sunday, February 21st/Sunday, March 21st/Sunday, April 25th.  If you have a schedule conflicts please see Pastor Paul and other arrangements will be made for you to learn the material.  
5. Good standing with others within the church, your school, your neighborhood, and within your family.  This means that there is no point of conflict or unresolved issues between you and another person.  We want to encourage a life of integrity and blamelessness.  
6. Help raise support for the team (both finically and spiritually) by sending out support letters (letters will need to be sent out Monday, March 1st, 2010).  A letter example will be provided that can be used or copied and sent out.  Each person will be responsible for the postage, return envelopes, and filling out the necessary information.  The support money will need to be collected no later than Sunday, June 27th, 2010.  Each student will be responsible to hand in his or her support money to Pastor Paul by Sunday, June 27th, 2010.  Each student will be personally responsible to raise $100.00 for the group.   
7. No person will be allowed to join the Mission’s team who just began attending RMBC after Sunday, April 4th, 2010.  Sunday, April 4th is the last day to sign up for the Missions trip.  The cost of registration ($50.00 per person) is due immediately and secures one’s spot on the Missions team.  Attendance guidelines will begin upon registration and payment of deposit for the event.  This individual will be expected to attend church the number of months between their registration for camp and July 18th.  This individual can miss only (4) services. Sunday services are counted as (1).  This individual is expected to participate in the “support letter” and will receive from the group support letters but will only be eligible for additional support if participation was involved or during their church attendance period. 
8. Registration and Camp deposits ($50.00 per person) are due by Sunday, January 17th, 2010.  All deposits are non-refundable after this date. 
9. A $50.00 cancellation fee will be required from each participant if cancellations are made after Sunday, April 25th, 2010.  Payment can be made to RMBC.   
10. All students and leaders are expected to read over the 2010 Missions Packet and Guidelines, sign, and hand it in before registration can occur.
